
 
 
 
 
 
 
The Council of the Village of Millersburg met in regular session on February 28, 2011 at 7:00 

p.m.  Mayor Huebner called the meeting to order followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. Clerk-
Treasurer Karen Shaffer gave roll call and the following members were in attendance: Devone 
Polen, Mike Uhl, Junior Vaughn, Greg Hardesty, Jim Beechy, and Ruby Baird. Motion made by 
Beechy to excuse Solicitor Robert Hines.  Seconded by Hardesty.  Upon roll call, motion carried with 
Beechy, Hardesty, Baird, Vaughn, Uhl, and Polen voting aye. 
 VISITORS: HDM Manager Tom Wilke informed Council that “Girl’s Night Out” was a huge 
success with over 1200 women attending.  The hotels, restaurants, and merchants, as well as the 
American Legion all benefited from the event.  Wilke thanked Marty Grice for contributing ice 
luminaries for the event, as did many of the businesses. 
 Wilke also noted the next event will be Antiques in the Alley and noted that Caren Starr will 
be asking for additional discretionary bed tax money for the second event of Antiques in the Alley.  
The annual membership drive has also been successful with the Corporate Sponsors returning and 
many businesses and individuals becoming members. 
 Wilke asked Council to consider providing $5000 in discretionary bed tax to assist with 
funding for the Independence Day “Thunder Over Holmes County” event.  Of that amount $3200 
would be used for the deposit for the fireworks and the remaining $1800 would be for promoting the 
event.  Motion made by Beechy to award the $5000 to HDM.  Seconded by Uhl.  Upon roll call, 
motion carried with Beechy, Uhl, Polen, Vaughn, Hardesty, and Baird voting aye. 

MINUTES: Motion made by Baird to suspend the reading of the minutes of the previous 
meeting. Seconded by Beechy.  Upon roll call, motion carried with Baird, Beechy, Polen, Uhl, 
Vaughn, and Hardesty voting aye. There were no additions or corrections. Motion made by Hardesty 
to accept the minutes as presented.  Seconded by Beechy. Upon roll call, motion carried with 
Hardesty, Beechy, Baird, Vaughn, Uhl, and Polen voting aye.  
 BILLS: Motion made by Uhl to pay bill resolution 2011-09 bills’ $62179.71 payroll $46333.92; 
total $108513.63.  Seconded by Vaughn.  Upon roll call, motion carried with Uhl, Vaughn, Polen, 
Hardesty, Beechy, and Baird voting aye. 
 REPORTS OF OFFICERS: 
 Administrator Brooks:  Informed Council the SR 83 Sidewalk Phase II project area was 
slightly adjusted.  The status of our application should be known in 30-45 days.   

Informed Council stress tests for the WWTP Capacity Study began last week. Preliminary 
results should be available within the next month.  

Informed Council Ed Hardisky, owner of 73 West Jackson Street is requesting credit on the 
sewer portion of his next utility bill. A water line broke inside the wall and 170,000 gallons of water did 
not go down the sewer system. The building has been vacant and it is estimated the minimum of 
water would have been used.  The request is for a credit of $354.75 for the sewer portion of the 
water bill and $45.00 for the additional debt service charge from the water line break, for a total 
credit of $399.75.  Motion made by Uhl to approve the credit request.  Seconded by Polen.  Upon roll 
call, motion carried with Uhl, Polen, Vaughn, Hardesty, Beechy, and Baird voting aye.  
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Informed Council American Electric Power is asking Council to consider replacing all the 
steel poles in the downtown area with wooden poles.  One pole collapsed by the Post Office and 
several others are deteriorating.  AEP will replace all of them this spring with wooden poles at no 
expense to the Village.  If Council chooses to have the steel poles installed, the Village would need 
to absorb the expense.  Council will make a decision at the next meeting. 

Informed Council Nate Troyer and Rick Hannahs plotted out parking spaces along both 
sides of Walnut Street to determine to best situation for all concerned. After two meetings with 
residents voicing their concerns to Council, Mayor Huebner asked Council for a decision.  A motion 
was made by Uhl to leave the parking on the south side of the street. Seconded by Beechy.  Upon 
roll call, motion carried with Uhl, Beechy, Polen, Vaughn, Hardesty, and Baird voting aye.  Parking 
T’s will be installed and spaces will be moved back from N. Mad Anthony St and Grant St. Ext. 
intersections to assist with motorist’s view.  
 Clerk-Treasurer Shaffer:  Informed Council Wolfe, Wilson & Phillips will be starting the 
2009-2010 Audit on March 7, 2011. 

LEGISLATION:  Mayor Huebner read Resolution 2011-04 “A Resolution To Approve Amish 
Wedding Foods Application And Agreement For CRA Tax Incentives And Authorize The Mayor To 
Sign The Agreement On Behalf Of The Village” for the third time by title only.  Motion made by 
Beechy to pass and adopt Resolution 2011-04.  Seconded by Baird.  Upon roll call, motion carried 
with Beechy, Baird, Hardesty, Vaughn, Uhl, and Polen voting aye. 

NEW BUSINESS:  Administrator Brooks noted that Village crews would be picking up storm 
debris in the tree lawns if residents place items there. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  Motion made by Baird to adjourn into executive session to discuss 
pending litigation and property acquisition.  Seconded by Hardesty.  Upon roll call, motion carried 
with Baird, Hardesty, Beechy, Vaughn, Uhl, and Polen voting aye. 

ADJORNMENT:  Motion made by Polen to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Uhl.  Upon 
roll call, motion carried with Polen, Uhl, Vaughn, Hardesty, Beechy, and Baird voting aye.   
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
