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The Council of the Village of Millersburg met in regular session on October 10, 2016 at
7:00 p.m. Mayor Huebner called the meeting to order followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Clerk-Treasurer Karen Shaffer gave roll call and the following members were in attendance:
Devone Polen, Brent Hofstetter, Junior Vaughn, Robert Shoemaker, Kelly Hoffee and Ruby
Baird. Motion made by Hoffee to excuse Solicitor Robert Hines. Seconded by Vaughn. Upon
roll call, motion carried with Hoffee, Vaughn, Polen, Hofstetter, Shoemaker and Baird voting
aye.

VISITORS: Garret Roach, Rod Starr and Rance Wilcox were in attendance. Atty.
Roach addressed Council on behalf of Starr and Wilcox. Wilcox will be leasing the building
(previously occupied by Mac’s Drive-Thru) from Starr for and an initial 5-yr period with extended
lease options after that. Wilcox would like to re-open the business as a drive-thru again
however, they need to trex a C1 & C2 license in. The previous licenses held at that location
were pulled by the State of Ohio from the prior owners. Roach noted that Starr has completed
improvements to the building, which is currently sitting empty, and by Wilcox re-opening the
business it will create part-time employment that would equal 2 full time employees. The C1 &
C2 License is for beer and wine carry-out Monday through Saturday only. A motion was made
by Vaughn to approve the trex of the C1 & C2 licenses. Seconded by Shoemaker. Upon roll
call, motion carried with Vaughn, Shoemaker, Baird, Hoffee and Hofstetter voting aye. Polen
voted nay.

MINUTES: Motion made by Hofstetter to suspend the reading of the minutes of the
previous meeting. Seconded by Polen. Upon roll call, motion carried with Hofstetter, Polen,
Vaughn, Shoemaker, Hoffee and Baird voting aye. Motion made by Baird to accept the minutes
as presented. Seconded by Polen. Upon roll call, motion carried with Baird, Polen, Hoffee,
Shoemaker, Vaughn and Hofstetter voting aye.

BILLS: Councilwoman Hoffee asked what the purchase of top soil is used for.
Administrator Troyer explained it is used for repairing ground after it has been dug up for
water/sewer issues, as well as at the cemetery for burials and other misc. items. Motion made
by Hoffee to pay bill resolution 2016-30 bills’ $95895.89; payroll $80906.01; total $176801.90.
Seconded by Hofstetter. Upon roll call, motion carried with Hoffee, Hofstetter, Polen, Vaughn,
Shoemaker and Baird voting aye.

REPORTS OF OFFICERS:

Chief Vaughn: Councilwoman Hoffee asked what the status was on purchasing the
new radios for the Police Department. Chief Vaughn noted the radios are ordered however, it
will be approx. a three month process for installation and working with the State on “Talk
Routes™.

Administrator Troyer: Informed Council the Design Review Board approved a
Certificate of Appropriateness for signage for Farmhouse Frocks, located at 65 West Jackson.
The P&Z Commission approved a sign variance for Dollar Tree, a lot split at 696 E. Jackson
Street/34 Taylor Alley. The Commission also recommended approval of a Change of Zoning
District Request submitted by Star Laser for 315 Walkup Street. The requested change is from
R-3 Village Residential to the Industrial zoning district. A public hearing is needed on the
rezoning. Council set the hearing date for November 14, 2016 at 6:50PM.



Informed Council Dennison Bridge has completed the ODOT 241 Slide Repair.

Informed Council he received word from ODOT that Superior hopes to begin milling and
full depth repair within the Village on SR 241 in the next week and then begin the resurfacing
project.

Informed Council W.E. Quicksall, the contractor and ECOBA continue to finalize the
necessary certifications and submittals to receive the go ahead to construct the pavilion for the
Clay St Park/ODNR project.

Informed Council Mt. Hope Fence has us on the schedule for the 1 of November to
install the fence for the Pampered Paws Dog Park. We will be ordering the signage and
accessories for the park very soon. One addition to the proposed and agreed upon rules was
to add the Dog Warden’s phone number to the sign. A typo was also corrected.

Informed Council September septage receiving was 88,000 gallons received for
$5355.00.

Informed Council that mosquito spraying for the year is complete.

Councilwoman Hoffee asked when leaf pick-up will begin. Troyer noted within the next
couple weeks. A schedule will be released prior to the leaf collection.

Clerk-Treasurer Shaffer: Presented the September 2016 Financial Reports consisting
of the Bank Reconciliation; Appropriation Summary, Fund Summary, Revenue Summary,
Payment Summary, and Payroll. There were no questions or comments.

Mayor Huebner: Thanked the Police Department, Street Department and staff for their
assistance during the Antique Festival. Asked Council for a decision on the employee
Medical Insurance renewal. He noted Shaffer also talked with another local insurance company
and their suggestion was to remain with our current carrier and plan as well. Changing would
result in moving to and ACA plan. Motion made by Polen to renew the employee medical
insurance as it is currently, and with no additional employee contribution. Seconded by
Hofstetter. Upon roll call, motion carried with Polen, Hofstetter, Vaughn, Shoemaker, Hoffee
and Baird voting aye.

LEGISLATION: Mayor Huebner read Ordinance 2016-106 “An Ordinance Amending
Zoning Map (Zoned Territory) Of The Village Of Millersburg” for the second time by title only.
Motion made by Shoemaker to suspend the third reading of Ordinance 2016-106. Seconded by
Hofstetter. Upon roll call, motion carried with Shoemaker, Hofstetter, Baird, Hoffee, Vaughn
and Polen voting aye. Motion made by Polen to pass and adopt Ordinance 2016-106.
Seconded by Hofstetter. Upon roll call, motion carried with Polen, Hofstetter, Vaughn,
Shoemaker, Hoffee and Baird voting aye.

ADJOURNMENT: Motion made by Polen to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by
Hofstetter. Upon roll call, motion carried with Polen, Hofstetter, Vaughn, Shoemaker, Hoffee
and Baird voting aye.
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
